     While I was working as a vic-
ar in the North Warwickshire 
villages, on the way to my 
church I met an elderly woman 
who stopped me and asked me 
whether I could say a prayer for 
her ill husband in the church. I 
asked Anne to pray for Peter at 
that moment in the carpark as 
she was about to go to her art 
sessions. We prayed for the heal-
ing and strength of her husband. 
We did not meet for nearly six 
months as she and her husband 
are not church goers. I met her 
again accidently another evening 
as I was going for an evening 
walk. This time for her it was a 
coincidence that she had just 
brought her husband out of the 
hospital after he got well and she 
wanted to bring me to see him. 
So she took me to Peter and told 
him that I was the vicar who 
prayed for him. When we pray 
coincidences happen. When we 
do not pray coincidences do not 
happen! Prayers can give us 
hope, strength, purpose and pos-
sibly make things happen in our 
lives coincidently and providen-
tially.  
     We celebrate three important 
events in April. First is Lent in 
which we try to keep God at the 
centre of everything in our lives 

rather than anything else. Sec-
ond is after the Palm Sunday 
(14th April) celebration when 
we have Passion Week (15th to 
20th April) during which we 
remember the experience of 
Jesus on the Cross. Third is 
three days after his death we 
celebrate the resurrection of 
Jesus Christ on  Easter Sunday 
(21st April). Jesus died for our 
sins. On the cross Jesus 
shouted with a lot of pain, ñO 
Lord O Lord Why have you 
forsaken me?ò Because he 
was a real and simple person 
like all of us, he went through 
the pain that we go through, yet 
he did not give up calling on 
God, or his faith in God and 
shouted to God with all his 
pain. Here too Jesus died in 
spite of his power, of his prayer 
and of his closeness with God. 
People around him thought it 
was all over. Nevertheless God 
did not give up. Godôs answer 
was resurrection in which Jesus 
was raised from the death. It is 
not all about miracles or 
strangeness in faith, rather it is 
the strength and hope that we 
draw from our faith that can 
keep us going and growing 
stronger in facing the hard real-
ities around us.

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Six tips for anxious runners 

 

(extract from a Guardian article by Bella Mackie about her book óJog Onô) 
 

1. Take water - Most experts say you donôt need to, on short runs, but it might 
help if you get panicky and need to stop. Take sips, wait for your breathing to 
get back to normal. I have a bottle that moulds to my hand and makes me feel 
Iôm carrying a neon weapon. 

 

2. Podcasts and music help - They distract me when I get bored, or tired. More 
importantly, at the beginning, they made my brain concentrate on something 
other than worry. 

 

3. Start small - If leaving your safe places makes you feel vulnerable, do a loop 
of your road. Run that road until you feel confident you can go to the next 
one. It all counts, and itôs important you donôt push yourself too fast. Listen 
to your body. 

 

4. Nobody is looking at you - Running feels incredibly exposing, overwhelm-
ing and scary to begin with. I assumed people would mock me, honk from 
vans. But nobody batted an eyelid. I fell over at the feet of a man on the canal 
path and he carried on eating his sandwich. 

 

5. Enjoy the beauty around you - Your anxiety can make you introverted, 
forcing your brain to see negative, scary things instead of your surroundings. 
Nearly every time I go for a run, I stop to take a longer look at a building, a 
poster, a sunset. My phone is full of photos of weird street names, beautiful 
views, and dogs I see along the way. 

 

6. Be kind to yourself - Buy an ice-cream after a run; have a glass of wine. 
Never berate yourself if you have a panic attack and need to go home abrupt-
ly. Running is not always a straight line (that would be boring).

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óA bit of meat, a lot of veg - the flexitarian diet to feed 10 billionô 
 

A diet has been developed that promises to save lives, feed 10 billion 
people and all without causing catastrophic damage to the planet. Scien-
tists have been trying to figure out how we are going to feed billions 
more people in the decades to come. Their answer - "the planetary 
health diet" - does not completely banish meat and dairy, but it is rec-
ommending we get most of our protein from nuts and legumes (such as 
beans and lentils) instead. Their diet needs an enormous shift in what 
we pile on to our plates and for us to turn to foods that we barely eat.  

 

What changes am I going to have to make?  
If you eat meat every day then this is the first biggie. For red meat 
you're looking at a burger a week or a large steak a month and that's 
your lot. You can still have a couple of portions of fish and the same of 
chicken a week, but plants are where the rest of your protein will need 
to come from. The researchers are recommending nuts and a good help-
ing of legumes every day instead. There's also a major push on all fruit 
and veg, which should make up half of every plate of food we eat.
