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Minutes of Marston Parish Council Meeting 
 
An extraordinary meeting of the Parish Council was called to dis-
cuss planning applications, which require comment before the Sep-
tember meeting. 
 
The meeting was opened at 7.30pm and closed at 7.50pm. Five 
members of the parish attended.  
 
Two planning applications were discussed: 
Application Ref:19/05953/FUL Proposed extension and alterations 
to existing dwelling and proposed detached garage. The Paddock, 
Plough Lane. SN10 5SR. A question was asked about the bitumen 
tiles to the garage roof, it was explained by the applicant that as the 
building ran over a sewer it had been agreed that a lighter material 
would be used. A site visit had been previously made. The council 
agreed unanimously to support the application.  
The second application was received for comment after the agenda 
had been published, requiring comment before the next meeting, 
therefore it was decided to include this in the meeting as it was a 
request for replacement windows in a listed building like for like. A 
site visit was made to view the existing windows. Application refer-
ence: 19/06277/LBC. Proposed development: New windows. Croft 
Farm SN10 5SR. It was noted that the windows were either missing 
or in a poor state of repair and needed replacing. The council agreed 
unanimously to support the application.

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WORTON PARISH COUNCIL  
 

     You will all have noticed the changes in the speed limits on the 
western edge of the village. By the time you read this there should 
also have been significant resurfacing work on the C20 within the 
village. Understandably, the new situation will take some getting 
used to and we are aware that there have been some concerns ex-
pressed about implications, for example on the practicalities of how 
the speed watch team will do their work and how the new situation 
at the junction of Mill Road will work in practice. Itôs important to 
know that the new speed limits conform to nationally agreed speci-
fications and the work was completed according to guidelines that 
are tried and tested. We are very confident that the changes will be 
positive for everyone and that we will see a noticeable improvement 
in the behaviour of road users. With this in mind, there will be a 
collection of data by the council to monitor the traffic following the 
changes. 
 

     We continue to be aware of concerns about the environment in a 
particular section of Back Lane. Please be assured that we share 
those concerns and are doing our best to improve the situation. Itôs 
important to understand that our options in this area are limited in 
terms of the land which we have jurisdiction over. We are doing our 
best to improve the situation in a co-operative way and are receiving 
good help and advice from Wiltshire council and particularly Rich-
ard Gamble. 
 

     On a more positive note, we are very pleased with developments 
about the historic milestone, currently positioned opposite the vil-
lage hall. We understand that the owners of the property where it 
currently resides have expressed a willingness for it to continue to 
stay in its historic site, which has both pleased and relieved us (Cllr 
Parsons having discovered that the stone in question clearly has no 
desire to move too far!). Indeed, close inspection of the stone sug-
gests that it is considerably older than we first thought, though its 
practical use today would be limited as it is difficult to read! 
 

     By the time you read this the Bobby Van meeting, facilitated by 
the Ladies group, may well have taken place - on Wednesday 31st 
July.

derstand more clearly what support is available via this organisa-
tion and how we can improve the way we look after each other, 
particularly the more vulnerable members of our community. 
 

     In a related issue, we have been considering whether we need to 
establish a Village Resilience plan. Some of you may recall that 
this was an idea originally mooted by representatives of SSE when 
they gave us a presentation at the annual village meeting. I have 
been looking into this myself and have found that, where such 
plans are in existence, they are generally for more sizeable commu-
nities than ours and in obviously vulnerable locations, for example 
in upland areas. Most of the situations they deal with would be 
highly unlikely to occur in Worton and, if they did, would immedi-
ately come under the responsibility of designated emergency ser-
vices. However, the risk of snow and ice creating a significant haz-
ard does seem one we could prepare for better. Likewise flooding, 
though unlikely to be a hazard as such, could impact on some prop-
erties (Cllr Goss keeps a supply of jell bags in store at the farm). 
One idea is to have the council members ready and willing to get 
into action should a serious meteorological or hydrological hazard 
occur that requires a local response, possibly under the auspices of 
a Resilience plan. If anybody is interested in being involved in a 
local response group, could they please let me know? Obviously 
some skills, particularly first aid, would be very handy, but all 
would be welcome. Please contact via Liz, the clerk, in the usual 
way.
