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Pastoral Letter  

Maureenôs ramblingséé 
 

Honestly ï this is a true story!! 
My friend visited a church whilst 
on holiday. The church was us-
ing their new, ñstate of the artò 
sound system for the first time. 
But ñdisasterò struck at the end 
of the service. As the priest pro-
claimed the words: ñGo in peace 
to love and serve the Lordò, a 
local taxi firm came on air, loud 
and clear through the speakers: 
ñé. go to number 37 Acacia 
Avenueò! The join between the 
two messages was seamless and 
the breakthrough of such quali-
ty, that the taxi operator might 
have been standing at the altar 
with the priest! 
 

This story struck me as a passa-
ble illustration of how God 
breaks through into our lives. 
The cynical, sceptical children of 
a post-modern, rational age donôt 
expect God to speak from the 
mountain tops or in the flutter of 
angel wings. They are suspicious 
of those who hear voices and see 
visions and wary of miracles. 
But I do not share this cynicism. 
In fact, I do believe that some-
times God does break through 
into our world in ways that con-
found the laws of reason. For 
some, it may be through life 
changing neon lights and trum-

pet blasts. But more often God 
speaks to us in breakthrough 
moments, making himself 
known through ordinary things. 
Maybe he speaks through the 
words of friends; through our 
reaction to our emotions; 
through an unexpected se-
quence of events; through the 
stirrings of our conscience; in a 
sudden crisis or a moment of 
joy. The God who loves us, 
who is always with us whether 
we believe or not, whether we 
listen or not, is always seeking 
to find ways to say, ñI love 
youò, ñI am hereò.

A doubting friend of mine once 
prayed a very dangerous prayer 
ñGod, if you are there, show 
yourself to meò.

With so much that may give cause for concern on earth at present, I 
hope you will forgive me for looking at the heavens.  
 

The music of the spheres is an ancient philosophical concept that 
regards the movements of celestial bodiesðthe Sun, Moon, and 
planetsðas a form of musica (the Medieval Latin term for music). 
This "music" is not audible, of course, but is a harmonic, mathemat-
ical or religious concept.  
 

Locally, as usual, when the sun was at its highest in this hemi-
sphere, the solstice was celebrated at Stonehenge. The summer sol-
stice sun rises close to the Heel Stone, and the sun's first rays shine 
into the centre of the monument. While it is possible that such an 
alignment could be coincidental, this astronomical orientation had 
been acknowledged since William Stukeley first identified its axis 
along the midsummer sunrise in 1720.  
 

Stonehenge may be one of the most famous cosmological sites in 
the world but this year the subject of space has another echo. The 
first moon landing took place on 16 July 1969, exactly half a centu-
ry ago. Never before had humans set foot on another celestial body 
and, despite enormous technological developments since then, the 
number of people who have done so still only totals 12.  
 

Nevertheless, if cosmology teaches us anything, it is that things go 
round and round. The spin of the earth gives us day and night, the 
moonôs orbit measures our months and the earthôs orbit of the sun 
defines our year.  
 

But we only notice the passing year because of the seasons and they 
only occur because of the tilt of the earth. Without that there would 
be no solstice, perhaps no Stonehenge and maybe no cosmology. So 
a little irregularity may be helpful in the long run, and let us hope 
that is true in human life too.  
 

Meanwhile, I hope you enjoy the rest of the summer. The nights are 
already drawing in!

DAVID JOHNSON - VICE CHAIRMAN 
 

Hello, it falls on me to give the report for this monthé..so here we 
go! 
 

1. Control of traffic. You will hopefully remember that a few years 
ago this Parish Council succeeded in getting Wiltshire Council to 
extend the 30mph zone and implement a 50 mph zone at the eastern 
end of the village. I can now confirm that the Parish Council has 
succeeded in getting a significant improvement to traffic control at 
the western edge of the village! As of 10th June the new 40 mph 
zone will become legally effective and signed on sections of the 
Seend road approach to the village, Worton High Street and Mill 
road. This is the culmination of several years of behind the scenes 
hard work by the Parish Council. You will also hopefully have no-
ticed the new high visibility / reflective warning signs that we have 
attached to the speed gates / planters at the western end of the vil-
lage. We hope to put the same signs on the speed gates at the east-
ern end of the village in due course.  
 

2. Road works. By the time you read this the major works to the 
Potterne road will have been completed! The essential work is to 
repair the culvert which runs under the road and is scheduled to 
commence on 10th June as well. This should hopefully be the final 
phase of the various repair works which have been taking place be-
tween Worton and Potterne this year. 
 

3. Dog fouling. This continues to be an ongoing problem. The Par-
ish Council is reviewing the footpaths around the village and plan-
ning to erect a range of dog fouling / warning signs. Hopefully you 
will have noticed those signs that have recently been put up along 
sections of Back Lane. The parish is also in the process of installing 
an additional waste / dog poo bin. Watch this space for more infor-
mation next month! 
 

4. Personal safety of residents. The Parish Council is helping organ-
ise a public safety meeting in the Village Hall on 31st July. All resi-
dents are welcome. The event is being hosted by the Wiltshire Bob-
by  Van  Trust.
