The view from my window 
 

     Snow, snow, thick, thick 
snow. Did you enjoy it? I admit I 
did, from walking in it as it gen-
tly  licked my face, to driving 
through the Pewsey Vale in glo-
rious sunshine  just before  the 
thaw set in. Miles and miles, and 
waves and waves, a bit like the 
desert  I suppose. 
 

     Arenôt we lucky to live in an 
area which is so diverse and rela-
tively speaking with such a gen-
tle climate? But itôs never far 
away these days, the problem of 
global warming and pollution. 
What do we do? I know we are 
all trying hard to find ways, from 
the proliferation of many col-
oured dustbins, to recyclable 
coffee cups, but we havenôt 
found the answer yet. 
 

     It all seems a long way away 
from the world of the New Tes-
tament in the time of Jesus.

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A Message from Richard Gamble  

 

Wiltshire Councillor for The Lavingtons & Erlestoke Division 

 

     As you know, Wiltshire Council services are extensive. From my portfolio 
point of view, the important things are art, heritage and tourism but there are also 
the small matters of economic development, schools, housing, highways, public 
transport, waste management, strategic planning, development control, libraries, 
leisure centres, public protection, public health, etc.  
     And thatôs only the minor part of the budget! Most of the money goes on adult 
care and childrenôs services. If you are a beneficiary, or involved with one of those 
areas, you know how vital they are. Some peopleôs lives depend on them and, one 
day, that may include you and me. Overall, believe me, your Council Tax is well 
spent! 
     But while I think that Wiltshire Council is one of the best in the country about 
such services, I have to admit that some people grumble. Not you, obviously. But 
there are those who complain about pot-holes or pavements or verges or white 
lines or weed control or similar matters. And the grumblers have a good point. 
These matters affect the quality of life and can even be risky if, for example, they 
impact upon road safety.  
     For the grumblers, and for you, I have good news! The government has given 

Wiltshire Council Ã7,358,000 to spend on Highways and associated mat-
ters and the Council has increased this to Ã8 million for the next financial year. So 
we are going to spend: 
¶ Ã3,028,000 on road surfacing and patching 
¶ Ã1,000,000 on footway resurfacing
