The diets cutting one in five lives short every year

The food we eat is putting 11 million of us into an early grave each 
year, an influential study shows. 
 

The analysis, in the Lancet, found that our daily diet is a bigger 
killer than smoking and is now involved in one in five deaths 
around the world. 
 

Salt - whether in bread, soy sauce or processed meals - shortened 
the highest number of lives. 
 

Researchers say this study is not about obesity, but "poor quality" 
diets damaging hearts and causing cancer. 
 

So which diets have got it in for me? 
 

The Global Burden of Disease Study is the most authoritative as-
sessment of how people are dying in every country in the world. 
 

The latest analysis used estimates of countries' eating habits to pin 
down how often diet was shortening lives. 
 

The dangerous diets were those containing: 
Too much salt - three million deaths 
Too few whole grains - three million deaths 
Too little fruit - two million deaths 
Low levels of nuts, seeds, vegetables, omega-3 from seafood 
and fibre were the other major killers. 

 

"We find that diet is one of the dominant drivers of health around 
the world, it's really quite profound," Prof Christopher Murray, the 
director of the Institute for Health Metrics and Evaluation at the 
University of Washington told the BBC.

     Twenty three people attended the meeting which was held on Tuesday 26th 
March 2019 in Marston Chapel.  

 

     Melanie Grace of Scottish Southern Energy Networks spoke about the Priority 
Services Register, which helps vulnerable people during times of power cuts. Peo-
ple registered will either be contacted by telephone or visited by the company to 
check on their welfare during the cuts. Leaflets were handed out at the meeting 
and Councillor Salaman will put some in the bus stop and other public places. 
SSE Networks are not the metering division of the company, they are the power 
distributors who deal with power cuts. The recent cuts have been due to issue to 
do with trees and the company has been undertaking major works to alleviate this 
problem.  

     Councillor Howard informed the meeting that the defibrillator will be placed 
on the wall of Marston Chapel and the Parish Council agreed to fund a training 
course for eight people. Councillor Howard agreed to email parishioners asking 
for names to undertake the training. If anyone is interested in putting their name 
forward for consideration please contact him. Mr Breech is to be asked to provide 
a quote for laying scalping on the path alongside the brook at Wrey Bridge to 
complete the riverbank renewal project. An application was received from the 
Village Hall Committee, requesting Ã1000, towards the cost of new curtains. The 
request was discussed and it was noted that as the solar fund monies had been 
used this year, the request could not be agreed to.  
 

     Two planning applications were discussed. An application was received from 
the owners of The Paddocks, Plough Lane requesting permission to remove a pop-
lar tree in the rear garden. The council supported the application. (TPO 19/02919/
TCA). The owners of Willows Ward, The Green, have been given permission to 
demolish the existing building and construct a new replacement dwelling. Coun-
cillor Salaman introduced a Housing Survey draft based on the Wiltshire model, 
and it was agreed to use it as an informal tool to assess housing needs in Marston. 
Mr. Charlie Howard requested that he be allowed to reopen gates across the com-
mon that had agreed rights of easement; the Council agreed to investigate the 
easements.  
 

     Mrs Barcham requested permission to put two concealed entrance signs by the 
entrance to the Chapel on the Green; it was agreed to support her in doing this. A 
discussion was held on the removal of the street light on the village end of the 
footpath outside Croft Farm. Two letters were received requesting that the light 
remain from Mr and Mrs. Mudd and Mr and Mrs Wright. Other neighbours also 
requested that it was kept. It was decided to put the matter on the next agenda 
when all interested parties can attend. 
 

     The next meeting will be held on the 4th June 2019. The Annual Parish Council 
meeting will be preceded by the Annual Parish Meeting starting at 7pm. All pa-
rishioners are welcome to attend. The meetings will take place in Marston Chapel.

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Pastoral Letter  
      

     I recently took a short break 
around the North Norfolk Coast-
line, where I spent the time 
mostly walking. It was bliss, be-
ing so very close to nature what 
with trees already in blossom, 
hares leaping through the fields, 
the joyful sound of birdsong, the 
already fading daffodils now in-
terspersed with cowslips, prim-
roses and early bluebells, carpet-
ing the soil, and é well, it was 
as good as it ever gets. Cecil 
Rhodes once said ñTo be born 
British is to win first prize in the 
lottery of life.ò How right! 
 
     One of my walks took me to 
the village of Burnham Thorpe, 
Nelsonôs reputed birthplace, and 
his childhood home. His father, 
Edmund, had been a long-time 
rector of All Saints Church, 
where he was buried, in the 
chancel. I spent some time look-
ing at the display of two flags 
from ñThe Victoryò draped at 
the west end of church, an ex-
tract from ñThe Timesò newspa-
per dated November 7th, 1805 
reporting that great manôs death, 
as well as other memorabilia, 
and then continued on my way, 
walking in Nelsonôs steps on 
some of the local tracks. It was 
quite overwhelming. And then I 
got to thinking of the last time I 

was aware of walking in 
someoneôs steps - someone 
who had a much greater impact 
on our lives, whose life was 
sacrificed for us over 2000 
years ago, and whose promised 
resurrection we celebrate each 
Easter Day.   
 
     In 2009 Dave and Ann 
Howard led a group of us to the 
Holy Land. I was deeply 
touched as we walked on the 
shores of Lake Galilee 
(experiencing a storm of our 
own whilst out on that Lake, 
one which came upon us so 
unexpectedly- dramatically 
even). We visited all those 
places that we read of in the 
Bible - the Mount of Olives, 
Nazareth, Bethlehem, the Gar-
den of Gethsemane, Golgotha 
(the place of the crucifixion) - 
all this, and so much more, 
made everything we knew 
seem so real.  Itôs impossible to 
describe the roller-coaster of 
thoughts and emotions that hit 
us during our time there, and 
which will remain with us for-
ever. ñBah humbugò you might 
say, or, ñHow can you believe 
all those fairy stories?ò

     I once read it is good to question our faith. But let me leave you 
with just a few thoughts expressed by Leslie Weatherhead* 
- ñHow could a person too weak before his crucifixion to carry his 
cross, who had been scourged, tortured, nailed to a cross 
through the hot hours of a whole day, and into whose side a 
spear had been thrust é get off a stone slab in the dark, remove 
his tightly wound wrappings or bandages, push back from the 
mouth of the cave-tomb a heavy, grindstone shaped boulder é 
which it took several strong men to move, evade the guards, 
procure from some unexplained source some clothing, and then 
appear to his friends é as a man so fit that, in spite of two terri-
ble wounds in his feet, he could, on the same day walk seven 
miles with two disciples, have supper with them, and then travel 
another seven miles to Jerusalem in time to meet the rest of his 
friends?ò 

- ñIf his friends had hidden the body it is incredible that no one ev-
er divulged the secret as to where it lay. The new resting place 
would have been a venerated shrine, like Leninôs, but it would 
not have been the basis of a world faith in a risen Lord.ò 

- It is made clear that the grave-clothes, covering the body up to the 
armpits had collapsed as if the body had evaporatedò (and that) 
é ñnot a fold of the ólinen clothsô was out of place and the tur-
ban was ówrapped up in a place by itselfô é ñ  (John 20:1-20) 

 

To paraphrase a traditional aphorism, if you don't have faith, then 
there will never be evidence enough to convince you, and if you do 
have faith, no evidence is needed!

     There are two meetings to report on this month. Firstly, the An-
nual Parish meeting which we managed to hold on the 1st April 
without any foolish occurrences, even from the Councillors, all of 
whom were present and able to directly update on what we have 
been doing and answer any questions. 
 

     Predictably, it was issues linked to traffic that proved to be the 
most significant. Cllr Slack was able to give an update on progress 
towards the introduction of a 40mph speed limit at the western end 
of the village. We have recently arranged for the payment of our 
contribution to the cost of the work (50%) and there is some evi-
dence that the work will have taken place by the time you read this. 
The work will be combined with repairs to the road surface and tell- 
tale preliminary road markings have appeared, so fingers crossed. In 
related issues, we have ordered signs which will politely ask motor-
ists to drive safely, which will be placed at both ends of the village. 
We also continue to explore the possible purchase of ñSIDSò which 
are the warning devices you will be familiar with which are activat-
ed by speeding cars. 
 

     Residents have raised the issue of overgrowth of vegetation onto 
pavements. Hopefully residents will be aware if this is a problem 
related to their property and  will do something about it without the 
need for a polite but more formal request from your council. The 
problem of large speeding agricultural vehicles has also recurred. 
This has been highlighted fairly recently, even making the front 
page of the local press. Luckily, our speedwatchers are well aware 
of the application of the law in this respect and will continue to play 
an important part in reducing the problem. 
 

     We were treated to an interesting presentation by representatives 
from SSE who are responsible for the infrastructure that delivers 
our electricity, whatever  supplier you use. Their purpose was to 
improve the safety of vulnerable members of our community, with 
particular emphasis on coping with any power cuts. We will be con-
sidering how to best respond to the ideas and opportunities to share 
at our next meeting. However, in the short term, materials and infor-
mation leaflets that they supplied should be available at the Rose 
and Crown.

Recent weather has put our gardening on hold for a day or two. Up 
until Wednesday and Thursday Jane has been working on the flower 
borders. Even if nothing else is growing weeds seem to flourish 
whatever the weather. Having spent many days and weeks of in-
tense digging and lifting every plant and shrub in our borders, 
ground elder mixed with ivy is now a distant memory and regular 
weeding seems to keep things in order. We still see occasional 
ground elder incursions but as our soil is light and easy to work 
these problems are easily dealt with. Over the Autumn and Winter 
period I have fed and cherished our many roses and am glad to say 
thanks to Jane's careful pruning and oversight they are all looking 
well and hopefully will give us lots of flowers and scent throughout 
the next six months. We may have some good enough to enter into 
the Worton and Marston Village Show, fingers crossed.

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A Message from Richard Gamble

Welcome to my Message for May! Actually, I have been asked not 
to write about May, but that may be a misunderstanding.  
 

Correct use of language is, of course, important. If a stranger says ñI 
can drive your carò, that could be a simple statement of their ability. 
On the other hand, if the person says ñI may drive your carò, it 
would be a matter for concern.  
 

Similarly, a child may ask ñCan I eat five bars of chocolate?ò. The 
answer may be ñMaybeò (but it would be wise to add ñYouôd proba-
bly be sick!ò). However, if the child asks ñMay I eat five bars of 
chocolate?ò the answer, of course, is ñNo!ò. 
 

Thus, strictly speaking, CAN is an auxiliary verb that is used to ex-
press mental and physical capability. MAY is an auxiliary verb that 
is used to express permission.  
 

However, the sharp distinction between the use of ñcanò and ñmayò 
has eroded due to the English languageôs seeming evolution toward 
informality. Today, a child might ask a teacher, ñMay I have an ap-
ple?ò as the child is asking a superior. The child might ask another 
child, ñCan I have an apple?ò as he is speaking to a peer. 
 

And, in that phrase, there is another linguistic anomaly ï the word 
PEER. ñPeers of the Realmò are members of the House of Lords and 
are thus our (nominal) superiors. Our ñpeer groupò, however, are 
people of approximately the same age, status and interests and are 
thus our equals. Itôs all rather confusing for me (which could also be 
said, linguistically speaking, of the name of ñHer Majestyôs Loyal 
Oppositionò).  
 

If thatôs not enough contradiction, May Day is also International La-
bour Day ï but it is a holiday - so you are not supposed to work!  
 

Finally, I should mention that the word ñcanò can also refer to a met-
al container, (as you probably know). Apparently, in these times, a 
can is mainly used for kicking down the road.
