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Pastoral Letter  

 Where has it all gone; the long lazy 
days of summer, I mean? Can you 
remember July, when the summer 
stretched out in front of us with plen-
ty of time for the garden, and in my 
case grandchildren, and the  noise in 
our playing fields and recreation 
grounds? And now the new school 
year lies challengingly ahead, and 
young people are going off to univer-
sity or college or maybe starting a 
new job. It feels different doesnôt it?  
I remember the frisson of excitement 
taking my hockey stick back to 
school in September, and then  I re-
member the fear and anticipation  
about starting a new student life in 
London, (having come up from 
Welsh Wales), and then the sheer 
dread of a new school term as a 
teacher, struck rigid and sharpening 
pencils.
