3. Ask a pharmacist for advice before minor ailments or winter 
illnesses get worse

 Itôs quick and convenient to see a pharmacistï you donôt need to 
book an appointment and can often be seen in a private consulta-
tion room.  

 

4. See your GP in the evening or weekend if you canôt see them 
during the day 

 If you need to see a GP but find it hard to find the time during 
routine hours, appointments with a GP, nurse or other healthcare 
professionals are often available in the evenings and at weekends 
through many local practices or other local NHS services.
