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Pastoral Letter  

ñRememberingò 
 

Remembering is an important 
Christian Act. Jesus says to his 
disciples, ñDo this in remem-
brance of meò while sharing the 
bread and the wine with his disci-
ples. People remembered who 
they were by telling and retelling 
their stories of past, their stories 
of faith and their stories of land.  
 

In the Old Testament people told 
and retold the stories of past in 
order to know saintly people and 
thus to imitate their characters and 
stories of evil actions with their 
consequences. Such stories pro-
vided values, worldviews and 
faith in themselves, in family, in 
community and in nation.  

 

I had a good friend who was 90 
years old in my previous parish. 
However, at the age of 91 he did 
not recognise me at times due to 
early stages of dementia.  His sib-
lings brought him to church on a 
Sunday. I appreciated his contri-
bution to the church as an organist 
and warden for forty years. After 
the service, we had a long conver-
sation over lunch. Many in the 
congregation appreciated his con-
tribution and visited him regular-
ly.  
 

It is important that we remember 
saints; this is why we have All 

Saints Day Service in the church 
on the first Sunday of November 
every year in order to remember 
people ï ordinary people like us 
with all their life struggles tried to 
do little acts of charity and took 
up protecting people. This 
strengthened peopleôs faiths and 
transformed othersô lives. We also 
remember the departed as they 
have left their legacies with us. 
Remembrance brings in us a life 
affirming value, hope for eternal 
life and a culture of equity and 
freedom that were cherished, up-
held and protected by many in the 
past and even today.  On Remem-
brance Day, we do remember 
those people who sacrificed their 
lives during the service in the 
Great wars in order that we will 
have peace today.  
 

We in the Church retell the story 
of Jesus (his birth, death and rais-
ing up from death) every Sunday 
through the Holy Communion. In 
these services, we remember the 
life-affirming values of love, 
kindness and generosity, faith in 
ourselves and in God with the 
hope of eternal life and a culture 
of equity and freedom for all. 
Please come along to the church 
and listen to our own stories in 
every service, especially on All

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Remembering our future 
 
 
 

'Little Imber on the down; seven miles from any town'. Like its bet-
ter-known counterpart in Dorset, Tyneham, the ólostô village of Im-
ber was permanently evacuated in 1943, to provide a training area 
for US troops preparing for the allied invasion of Europe: one com-
munityôs quiet sacrifice for the war effort. Deserted and overgrown, 
today Imber is a kind of ghost village, about as deep into Salisbury 
Plain as it is possible to be.  
 

Adapted as a stage set for army manoeuvres, with the well-
preserved parish church of St Giles as its centrepiece, Imber has also 
become something of a pilgrimage site for thousands of visitors who 
flock there during the twenty days each year access is granted. What 
draws them in such numbers? Abandoned places retain a unique fas-
cination and Imber is, for many, a potent symbol of lost community 
- what the writer Georgina Boyes called óthe imagined villageô. In 
this idealised and deeply nostalgic sense of place, the Anglican 
Church plays an almost iconic role ï when the bells of St Giles toll, 
we are recalled to a longed-for common life. 
 

The loss of place is perhaps the most powerful motive in modern 
social and political life. Globally, more people than ever before are 
uprooted from their home, by war and disaster; across the United 
Kingdom we are deeply unsettled and ï whatever our allegiances - 
view the coming months with profound concern. Like the Psalmist, 
who writes óin time of national humiliationô that ówe do not see our 
emblemsô ï the symbols of our belonging - as believers we are 
called by God to remember our future. Called back to the Lordôs 
faithful provision in former generations and forward in hope to the 
place assured for us ï won for us ï in the Lord Jesus.  
 

Everyone is, by different routes, seeking this way forward. As an 
enduring sign of faith, hope and communal resilience, our parishes 
and churches once again have a crucial part to play in signalling and 
settling the nation. In Christ is our way back - and our way for-
wards.
