As I write this I recall that, a year ago at this time, I wrote about 
Brexit (or the absence of Brexit, as it was then). Remember that? 
 

Subsequently, we have had a change of Prime Minister and a gen-
eral election. Remember those things?  
 

Since then, Brexit has been done (to some degree), and I subse-
quently put climate change and the risk of flooding at the top of my 
list of concerns for all of us and for Wiltshire Council. Really! How 
the world turns, and in so short a time! 
 

Climate change is not now top of my list of concerns. Just before I 
started writing this, I had been shopping in Devizes. My wife had 
asked me to buy toilet paper, as well as other things, but the toilet 
paper shelves were bare. There had been panic shopping in De-
vizes! Can you imagine the consequences if the Gamble house-
hold runs out? Better not think about it but weôre now beginning to 
be slightly apprehensive! 
 

And what about the financial markets? The last time the stock mar-
ket collapsed by over 30% was in 1987, over 30 years ago and just 
after the Great Storm. At the time, I blamed the weather but subse-
quent analysis referred to ñDe-linked markets and index arbitrageò, 
ñPortfolio insurance hedgesò, ñNoise tradingò and ñMargin calls and 
liquidityò. No, I donôt know what those are either.  
 

But what is happening now? Are my savings safe? My pension? 
Am I at risk of serious infection (actually, at my age, I think I may 
be). So, should I attend the Area Board ï or anything? Should I go 
to County Hall? To church? To the shops?  
 

You may have the same concerns. But I sincerely hope that, in due 
course, we will all look back and smile. Most of us survived Black 
Monday 30 years ago without too much pain. Some of us are old 
enough to have survived Asian flu in 1957. Our ancestors (by defi-
nition) survived Spanish Flu in 1918. Life goes on! 
 

I think the main messages are: 1. Take reasonable precautions, 2. 
Follow advice and 3. Donôt panic.

Pastoral Letter  

April is here! Spring is in the 
air. 

 

I do love this time of year, it is 
a time when we remind our-
selves of, and then celebrate, 
the new life that can be had 
in our relationship with Jesus 
using the wonderful English 
signs of Spring. We are fortu-
nate to live in such beautiful 
rural villages surrounded by 
lambs, primroses and daffo-
dils, baby rabbits and so on, 
but of course there is new life 
to be had in each of us and in 
our communities as well.  

 

This year during Lent our 
church communities have 
taken a moment to turn away 
from the many distractions of 
daily life to spend time with 
God reflecting on Godôs plea 
for us to ñCare for Creationò. 
It has provided us with the 
opportunity to rebuild our re-
lationship with our planet, 
and in turn with the God who 
is Lord of everything. We 
have spent time together 
learning and praying about 
the remarkable world we 
have been given and hopeful-
ly will have built habits that 
last beyond the season to 
protect and honour the earth. 

At the time of writing, one of 
the biggest current news top-
ics is the spread of the 
COVID-19 virus, a highly in-
fectious form of coronavirus.

By a remarkable bit of ser-
endipity, we managed to plan an information session with regard to 
Community Led Housing for the same time and place, so thereôs no 
excuse for missing either event! Seriously, we look forward to cele-
brating success in our village as well as considering future possibili-
ties in the company of a large number of friends and neighbours. 
 

We are also looking forward to the upcoming VE Day celebrations 
on Friday, May 8th, which promise to be a much needed dose of nos-
talgic fun. Chris Johnson and her team are working hard on this. 
 

As you may be aware, the possible purchase of small plots of land 
from Wiltshire Council was discussed at our last meeting, including 
the land by the entrance to Mill Head. A unanimous decision was 
taken not to pursue interest at this time due to a range of factors. 
This does not preclude us from renewing an interest in the future 
should situations change. Another seemingly minor, but nonetheless 
important decision was taken which you should be aware of. This 
was with regard to the application process for grants from the Com-
munity (solar) fund. We have decided that there will no longer be 
the need for details of proposed grants to be published in the Bridge 
before they can be enacted, as this can lead to long delays depending 
on publication deadlines and meeting schedules. Instead, infor-
mation will simply be published online and on the notice board, thus 
still giving an opportunity for any questions to be raised. 
 

By the time you read this, a merry band of volunteers should have 
completed their work on Sandleaze Bank having taken delivery of a 
large number of saplings from the Woodland Trust. Their work is a 
great example of what can be achieved by undertaking this sort of 
challenge together and is an on-going testimony to our community 
spirit.

Lastly, you will be aware of the on-going concerns about the danger-
ous Black Dog road junction and may have seen reports in the local 
media about the issue. In short, it has been recognised that evidence 
shows this junction to be a much greater problem at a county level 
than previous data had suggested. This makes the issue more than a 
local one and changes the auspices under which actions can be deter-
mined. Hopefully this will bring about a better funded and more via-
ble solution than could be achieved at a local level, though one trusts 
it wonôt simply become another factor leading to delay.
